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Washington, D.C. – Today, Congressman Jerry McNerney (CA-11) announced that the Salvation Army Lodi Hope Harbor Family Shelter will receive a grant from the Department of Veterans Affairs’ Homeless Veterans Program to aid in housing and counseling homeless veterans.

“This is good news.  We have an obligation to all the men and women who served and I’m pleased that the Lodi Salvation Army’s initiative to serve veterans in a transitionary period was rewarded by a grant,” said Rep. McNerney.

The Lodi Salvation Army maintains a 16-unit apartment building in Lodi.  Using the grant money made available from the VA, eight of those units will be set aside for a transitional housing program for homeless veterans who are going through drug, alcohol or PTSD treatment at the VA.  The vets will be permitted to stay for up to two years and will receive assistance from a case manager to address the financial causes that caused or were caused by their homelessness.

Upon learning that the Lodi Salvation Army was awarded the grant, Dan Williams, the center’s director said, “I am excited to know we received the grant and this will help us do what we need to so for the veterans in our community.  This is an exciting time as these are services we have needed in northern San Joaquin County for a long time.”

The grant is of a per diem nature so the exact amount of the grant will be determined by how many of the units are occupied on a daily basis.

Today the VA announced awards to 55 community-based organizations in 24 states which will add over 1,000 transitional housing beds to the 9,400 beds already made available for homeless veterans through VA grants.
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
