Washington, D.C. – Today, Congressman Jerry McNerney (CA-11) announced that the entries from this year’s 11th District Art Competition, held last month at the Grand Theatre in Tracy, will be on display to the public from June 3 through 6 at the LH Horton Jr Gallery at San Joaquin Delta College. 

“I am proud that friends, neighbors and community members will have the opportunity to view the extraordinary artistic achievements of high school students from throughout our region.  These students have done a fantastic job and deserve to be recognized,” said Rep. McNerney. 

The art will be displayed in the LH Horton Jr Gallery at San Joaquin Delta College from Tuesday, June 3, through Friday, June 6.  The Gallery will be open to the public each day from 1 p.m. to 5 p.m.
