
McNerney Announces Initial Approval of Funding for Brentwood Blvd. Improvements

Washington, DC – Today, Congressman Jerry McNerney (CA-11) announced that $500,000 in planning and design funds for improvements to a stretch of Brentwood Blvd., State Route 4, through downtown Brentwood was approved by the U.S. House of Representatives, based on a request made by Rep. McNerney.  Funding was included in the 2008 Departments of Transportation, and Housing and Urban Development Appropriations bill.

 

“Brentwood Blvd. serves as the gateway to Brentwood but in its current form the road is a bottleneck for drivers as it narrows from four lanes to two,” Rep. McNerney said.  “This money will fund the first step in improving the road and relieving traffic congestion in the area.”

 

A description of the project appears below:

 

$500,000 for improvements to Brentwood Blvd. in Brentwood, CA

Brentwood Boulevard, State Route 4, passes through the city center and the segment in question is a bottleneck for drivers as it narrows from four lanes to two including a functionally obsolete state-owned bridge.  This project is necessary to reduce traffic congestion, improve traffic operations, accommodate future travel demand and improve safety and traffic circulation on a heavily used north/south commute route between East County and Alameda County.
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Funding for the project is subject to approval by the Senate and then President Bush.  The appropriations process is expected to be complete by the start of the next fiscal year on October 1, 2007.
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
