The rally will be held this Friday, January 30, at 10:30 a.m. in the San Joaquin General Hospital parking lot located at the intersection of Freedom Rd. and Loop Rd.  Freedom Rd. is located off Matthews Rd. in between the existing VA clinic and the Health Plan of San Joaquin building.
