
McNerney & Cardoza Announce Workshop for Filipino WWII Veterans

Washington, D.C. – Congressmen Jerry McNerney (CA-11) and Dennis Cardoza (CA-18) announced today that they will hold a workshop in Stockton to help Filipino WWII veterans apply for benefits made available from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act, commonly referred to as the stimulus package.  

After WWII, Filipino soldiers who swore an oath of allegiance to the United States were denied recognition and benefits for their service.  With the signing of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act, these veterans received long overdue recognition and eligibility for a one-time-payment of up to $15,000.  Veterans have until February 16, 2010 to submit a claim for this payment.  

The Workshop will be held at the Filipino Plaza in Stockton from 1:00 p.m. to 3:00 p.m. on Monday, June 1st.

Service providers from the Department of Veterans Affairs, San Joaquin County Veterans Services Office, and caseworkers from Congressmen McNerney and Cardoza’s offices will be on hand to aid veterans in applying for these benefits, as well as filing other VA claims and obtaining or replacing service medals.
