
McNerney Announces San Joaquin County will be Home to New Veterans' Medical Facility

          Facility estimated to bring 900 jobs to the area  
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Washington, D.C. – Today, Congressman McNerney (CA-11) announced that after years of hard work and advocacy, San Joaquin County will be the new home of an expanded outpatient clinic and nursing home for veterans.  In fighting for the project, Congressman McNerney met with current and past Secretaries of Veterans Affairs and won the support of the Chairman of the House Committee on Veterans’ Affairs. 

“I’m thrilled to announce that our hard work paid off.  San Joaquin County will be home to an expanded medical facility and a nursing home for veterans,” said Rep. McNerney.  “This is a great day for our region’s veterans and for San Joaquin County.”  

“America’s veterans answered their country’s call to serve,” continued Rep. McNerney.  “Now, it’s in our hands to make sure that these brave men and women have access to the best possible medical care.  With today’s decision, we’re one step closer to making sure no veteran in our area is forgotten.”

“The selection of San Joaquin County as the site for a veterans’ medical facility is also great news for our region’s economy,” said Rep. McNerney.  “The construction and staffing of the facility is estimated to bring 900 much-needed jobs to the area.”  

The Department of Veterans Affairs had been considering both San Joaquin and Stanislaus Counties for the location of the new facility.  Over the past two years, Congressman Jerry McNerney met with current and past Secretaries of Veterans Affairs to urge support for the San Joaquin County location.  He hosted a visit from the Chairman of the House Committee on Veterans’ Affairs to see the area firsthand, after which the Chairman issued a letter of support for the San Joaquin location.  Congressman McNerney also held a rally this past January to demonstrate the region’s support and released letters of support from Amador, Calaveras and San Joaquin Counties, local cities and the Karl Ross American Legion Post.

“I was honored to fight for a veterans’ medical facility to be located in San Joaquin County,” said Rep. McNerney.  “Our veterans deserve nothing less than the finest medical care. It’s one of my proudest achievements that they will now be able to get this care right here in San Joaquin County.”

San Joaquin County is home to more than 42,000 veterans and houses the heavily-used French Camp VA outpatient clinic.  Now that the Department of Veterans Affairs has announced the selection of San Joaquin County, it will next make a determination about the final location within the County.
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
