
McNerney Honors Brentwood Residents with Special Flag Presentation Ceremony

Washington, DC – Today, Congressman Jerry McNerney (CA-11) announced that he will join members of the Delta Networking Partners and the residents of Eskaton Lodge in Brentwood for a special flag presentation ceremony.

The ceremony will be on Monday, May 11, 2009 at 9:30 a.m. at Eskaton Lodge, located at 450 John Muir Parkway in Brentwood, CA.

Every day, residents of Eskaton Lodge raise and lower an American flag that, over time, has become tattered and worn.  The Delta Networking Partners, a group of Brentwood business owners that meets weekly at Eskaton Lodge, noticed the flag’s condition and requested assistance from Congressman McNerney with obtaining a new flag for the patriotic residents of Eskaton Lodge, many of whom are veterans.  This Monday, Congressman McNerney will be proudly presenting the group with a new American flag that was flown over the Nation’s Capitol.  

“I’m proud to present the residents of Eskaton Lodge with a flag flown over our Nation’s Capitol,” said Rep. McNerney.  “I invite the residents of Brentwood to join me in recognizing this patriotic group.” 

Joining Congressman McNerney for the event will be Mayor Bob Taylor, members of Boy Scout Troop 90 and the Delta Networking Partnership, and residents of Eskaton Lodge, including Mr. Glenn Stapleton, who leads the daily flag raising ceremony.  The Lodge’s current flag will later be retired by members of the Boy Scout Troup 90, led by Zack Friedmann.  As part of a project to achieve Eagle Scout status, Zack has installed a box at the Brentwood Veterans’ Hall to accept retired flags and will be leading a flag retirement ceremony on June 14th, which is also Flag Day.
