FY 2010 SURFACE TRANSPORTATION PROJECT REQUESTS

Alcosta Boulevard Pavement Rehabilitation

Requested $2,240,000

Funding will be used for improvements for the roadway's surface conditions, to upgrade
wheelchair ramps, and to enhance vehicle, bicycle and pedestrian safety. The project is
located in San Ramon on Alcosta Boulevard from San Ramon Valley Boulevard to
Fircrest Lane.

Alcosta Boulevard Pavement Rehabilitation

Requested $2,080,000

Funding will be used to improve the roadway's surface condition and structural sections
of the roadway. The project is located in San Ramon on Alcosta Boulevard from Norris
Canyon Road to Bollinger Canyon Road.

Atlantis Operations and Maintenance Facility Construction

Requested $15,000,000

Funding will allow the Livermore Amador Valley Transit Authority to construct the next
portion of the operations facility located on Atlantis Court in Livermore.

Bay Area Rapid Transit (BART) Rail Car Acquisition

Requested $300,000,000

Funding will be used by San Francisco Bay Area Rapid Transit District (BART) for
BART rail car acquisition.

Bay Area Rapid Transit (BART) Rail Project Authorization
Requested legislative language
Provides for legislative authorization of BART rail extension to Livermore, CA.

Brentwood Boulevard Widening Project

Requested $20,715,000

Funding will be used to continue the widening of Brentwood Boulevard (Highway 4) and
to improve public safety, traffic flow and circulation and to facilitate development in the
northeast area of Brentwood.

Contra Costa Park and Ride Network

Requested $15,060,000

Funding will be used to purchase land for a park-and-ride lot network in eastern Contra
Costa County that will reduce traffic congestion in the area.

DeWitt Avenue S-Curve Realignment

Requested $2,000,000

Funding will be used to construct road improvements to eliminate an “S” curve on
DeWitt Avenue and enhance vehicle, bicycle, and pedestrian safety in the area. The
project is located in Santa Clara County in the southwestern part of Morgan Hill.



Downtown Dublin/West Dublin BART Station Project

Requested $6,906,400

Funding will be used for the West Dublin BART/Downtown Dublin street improvements
project that will reduce traffic congestion and stimulate the economic well-being of

downtown businesses in conjunction with the opening of the Downtown West Dublin
BART Station.

Dublin Boulevard Improvements

Requested $2,333,000

Funding for this highway improvement will be used to widen the last unimproved
segment of Dublin Boulevard from Sierra Court to Dublin Court to complete the overall
widening of Dublin Boulevard from San Ramon Road to Dougherty Road.

Dougherty Road Improvements

Requested 37,680,000

Funding will be used for the widening of Dougherty Road from Sierra Court to the San
Ramon limit line to reduce traffic congestion and to enhance the safety of bicyclists by
providing bicycle lanes.

East Contra Costa Trail Network

Requested 35,000,000

Funding will be used to plan, design and construct portions of the East Contra Costa
County Trail Network.

El Cerro Boulevard Pavement Rehabilitation

Requested $1,200,000

Funding will be used to rehabilitate roadway pavement along a commute corridor serving
11,000 vehicles per day, as well as school buses, bicyclists and pedestrians. The project is
located from Danville Boulevard to Diablo Road in Danville.

Eleventh Street Corridor Improvements

Requested $15,500,000

Funding will be used for roadway improvements that reduce traffic congestion and
enhance safety and operations along the Eleventh Street corridor in Tracy.

Highway 99 Widening and Interchange Improvements

Requested $220,000,000

Funding will be used for highway improvements to increase I-5 capacity, construct two
new interchanges, and upgrade two existing interchanges in Stockton and the surrounding
area.

I-205/Lammers Road Interchange Improvements

Requested $49,600,000

Funding will be used for highway improvements in Tracy that will allow greater regional
mobility, enhance safety, and meet forecasted traffic demands by connecting a planned
regional arterial with Interstate 205.



I-580 Corridor Improvements

Requested $20,000,000

Funding will be used for highway improvements, including HOV lanes, auxiliary lanes
and operational improvements that will reduce traffic congestion and enhance safety in
both directions on Interstate 580 between Greenville Road in the City of Livermore and
Foothill Blvd in the City of Dublin.

I-580/Vasco Road Interchange Improvements

Requested $5,000,000

Funding will be used for right-of-way acquisition and capital construction of interim
phase improvements at the I-580/Vasco Road Interchange.

I-680 Transit Corridor Improvements

Requested $28,000,000

Funding will be used to improve access for express bus service, carpools and vanpools,
and will improve safety and minimize congestion of vehicles entering or exiting the
freeway. The project is located between Sycamore Valley Road and Crow Canyon Road
in Danville and San Ramon.

Iron Horse Trail from Dublin BART to Santa Rita Road Project

Requested $7,800,000

This funding will be used to construct the Iron Horse Trail between the Dublin BART
Station and Santa Rita Road. The project will link the Hacienda Business Park to the
transit center.

John Muir Parkway Extension Project

Requested $6,040,000

Funding will be used to construct the John Muir Parkway to ensure continued north-south
surface road traffic circulation in the southwest part of Brentwood.

MacArthur Drive Improvements and the Union Pacific Railroad Overpass
Requested $26,400,000

Funding will be used for new road alignment and improvements in Tracy that will replace
the existing two lane road with a four lane arterial to provide effective circulation to
industrial, urban, and pedestrian traffic. The project is located from north of Eleventh
Street to Mt. Diablo Road.

North Interstate 5 Widening and Interchange Improvements

Requested $25,000,000

Funding will be used for highway improvements to increase I-5 capacity, construct two
new interchanges, and upgrade two existing interchanges in Stockton and the surrounding
area.



Port of Stockton Road and Bridge Improvements

Requested $17,350,000

Funding will be used for reconstructing and rehabilitating vital Port roads from dockside
to the Port of Stockton Expressway, the primary link to State Highway 4 and Interstate 5.
The road improvements would divert truck traffic away from the residential
neighborhood located east of the Port property.

San Ramon Valley Boulevard Pavement Rehabilitation

Requested $2,200,000

Funding will be used for urban minor arterial improvements that improve the roadway's
service conditions, upgrade wheelchair ramps to current standards, and enhance vehicle,
bicycle, and pedestrian safety.

San Joaquin Regional Rail Dedicated Corridor

Requested legislative language authorizing $450,000,000

This authorization will allow funding to improve rail service in the Altamont Corridor to
improve travel time for intercity trips between the Bay Area and northern San Joaquin
Valley and to provide greater transit connectivity.

San Joaquin Regional Transit District Regional Operations Center

Requested 339,826,488

Funding will be used to acquire property and construct a new Regional Operations Center
in Stockton for the San Joaquin Regional Transit District to consolidate operations and
improve air quality in San Joaquin County.

State Route 4 Bypass Improvements

Requested $60,000,000

Funding will be used to widen the bypass from two to four lanes from Laurel Road to
Sand Creek Road, construct a new interchange at Sand Creek Road, build a
bicycle/pedestrian overcrossing, and for other safety improvements in Contra Costa
County.

State Route 4 Corridor Improvements

Requested $18,000,000

Funding will be used for the initial phases of the State Route 4 Project in San Joaquin
County, specifically for studies and environmental analysis.

State Route 84 Expressway Project

Requested $20,000,000

Funding will be used to widen and upgrade State Route 84 to expressway standards and
add capacity and improve highway operations in Alameda County.



State Route 84/1-680 Interchange Improvements

Requested $5,000,000

Funding will be used for preliminary design and necessary clearances for the Route
84/Interstate 680 interchange reconstruction project that will reduce traffic congestion
and enhance safety.

State Route 99/Austin Road Interchange

Requested $103,000,000

Funding will be used for design and construction of the State Route 99/Austin Road
Interchange in Manteca to correct spacing problems and to improve mainline operations.

State Route 99/Eight Mile Road Interchange Reconstruction

Requested $7,200,000

Funding will be used for interchange reconstruction, to reduce traffic congestion, to
enhance safety, and to increase interchange capacity in Stockton. The project will replace
the Eight Mile Road overcrossing, improve approach grades, reconfigure on and off
ramps, and realign frontage roads to accommodate ramp modification.

State Route 99/Morada Lane Interchange Reconstruction

Requested $9,440,000

Funding will be used for interchange reconstruction to reduce traffic congestion, enhance
safety, and increase interchange capacity in Stockton. The project will replace the
Morada Lane overcrossing, improve approach grades, reconfigure on and off ramps, and
realign frontage roads to accommodate ramp modification.

State Route 101/Tennant Avenue Interchange Improvements

Requested $5,000,000

Funding will be used for interchange improvements that will improve the existing Route
101/Tennant Avenue interchange in Morgan Hill by widening the bridge stucture over
Highway 101.

State Route 120/McKinley Avenue Interchange

Requested $32,400,000

Funding will be used for design and construction of ramps and other improvements to
provide a direct connection to SR 120 from McKinley Avenue in Manteca.

State Route 120/Union Road Interchange

Requested $30,000,000

Funding will be used for reconstruction of the SR 120/Union Road interchanges in
Manteca to support increased traffic and commercial development.

Tracy Transportation and Regional Connectivity Strategy

Requested $500,000

Funding will be used to develop a comprehensive strategy to link Tracy to the regional
Bay Area Rapid Transit (BART) and High Speed Rail systems and to enhance Altamont
Commuter Express (ACE) services in the Tracy area.



Vasco Road Safety Improvements

Requested $20,000,000

Funding will be used to widen the lanes and construct a concrete median barrier along 2.5
miles of Vasco Road beginning approximately three miles north of the Contra
Costa/Alameda County line.
